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First Maryland Women Legislators Girl Scout Troop Inducted February 10, 2011

Troop 1920 is a non-partisan group of women legislators—some of whom grew up as Girl Scouts—who support the mission of Girl Scouting: to develop girls of courage, confidence and character who make the world a better place.  “This is an exciting moment in Girl Scouts of Central Maryland history,” stated Traci A. Barnett, CEO of Girl Scouts of Central Maryland. “These women are already great role models for girls all across Maryland,” she added. “The fact that they will now officially become Girl Scouts says a lot about their commitment to the next generation of women leaders and the Girl Scout organization.” The four co-chairs of Troop 1920 are: Senators Katherine Klausmeier and Nancy Jacobs and Delegates Adrienne Jones and Gail Bates.

Girl Scouting has long been a part of central Maryland’s history. The first Girl Scout troop in the Baltimore area was started in 1913—the Pikesville Poppy Troop--followed by the Pansy Patrol in 1914, Baltimore City’s earliest troop.  The Girl Scout Council of Baltimore and Baltimore County was organized in 1916.  In 1940 the Anne Arundel County Girl Scout Council was officially incorporated.
